 Corporate industry, high capital availability and technologically developed. RAS and 
offshore can boost growth but also be deployed for other species

2. Carps 

 Enormous in volume but a relatively low value artisanal product with only local 
consumption in few countries (mainly China & India)

 Growth depends on China and showing signs of slowing down, although growth 
is still strong in India 

3. All the rest:  A diverse world from Tilapia to Cobia to Panga and Pompano

 Booming industry globally with many aquaculture hubs developing for both local 
markets and export

 Showing growth even in the current environment.  More accurate information is needed 
to fully capture the plethora of dynamics
